To Edit a Webpage:





Connect to sonic – Go to ‘start’ button, Internet, sonic





Connect to sonic via Telnet – Go to ‘start’ button, Internet, Ewan.exe


	Type in user name (bigsnest)


	Type in password


	You are now connected to sonic via Telnet





Change to webpage directory


	type “cd /home/WWW_pages/bigsnest/”


	It should now indicate that you are in that directory





Open document to be edited


	type “joe (filename - such as index.html)”





Type in what you want, edit it, etc.  Remember that this is like e-mail on the SRJC account.  You can’t use the mouse.  If you try to scroll and mess up your screen click on the actual bar on the right and drag it to the bottom.  This should make your screen look right.  When you’re done editing the page hit “Ctrl-k” and then “x”  It will ask you if you want to save changes.  Generally you would. (





Exit Telnet


	type “bye”


	The window will close itself





Note – you can have Netscape running at the same time as you are logged on via Telnet.  Right after you save an edited file it’s a good idea to check it on Netscape.  When you have the document open, reload it (just hit the reload button at the top of the screen).  By reloading it, you are making sure it is not using a previously cached (hence old and non-edited) version.
